Message from the Executive Director

How do you measure success?

Women are able to stay at WIN House for up to 21 days and in that time they are
given options and information about their next steps. In only 3 weeksit is sometimes
difficult to measure success or the outcome of awoman’s shelter stay.

In addition to a short stay there are factors affecting a woman and her children such
asleaving their home under duress, getting through the pain of perhaps years of abuse
and often a scarcity of financial resources.

WIN House endeavours to give afamily more knowledge and tools about how to
avoid being victimized again. It is no surprise that the most effective way to provide
information isin agroup setting with other people that have had the same experience.

We know that women learn from other residents at the shelters and thus feel less
isolated about their situation. Staff of WIN House provides relevant information and
referrals to women in need.

Women that attend in-house groups tell us what they have gained from the sessions:

* | learned about healthy and unhealthy traitsin arelationship

* That violence has a greater effect on children than | realized

* How to be safer

* Although the abuse was not physical | learned that the verbal, controlling, disrespect,
and economic control was abuse

* Abuseisacycleand it is not the woman'’s fault

» Kids deserve to not see violence
